What to do in case of viper bite

* Stay calm and assess the situation.

* |f there is any chance you’ve been bitten by a viper, go to the
nearest hospital.

* Call 112 and report the incident. If no one can take the victim to
the hospital, call an ambulance. Do not drive if you have been
bitten.

* Do not try to suck the venom.

* Do not apply any bandage to the bitten limb.

* Do not get any medication outside the hospital.

Coexisting with herps

Keep your yard clean of organic material and water sources.

Keep in mind that snake presence usually implies a rat problem.
Do not panic if you see a herpetofauna species as it will probably
leave on its own.

If needed, remove the reptile or amphibian using a broom or/and a
box.

Remember that herpetofauna is an important part of the
environment, even in urban areas and they can help by eating
pests.

Maintaining native plants in your space and limiting net fencing
and glue traps will attract reptiles and amphibians and help enrich
biodiversity.
